1- Research assistants who are appointed to a position at Kastamonu University (KU) but pursue their studies at another university, or who are enrolled in another program because the program of their appointment is not offered, shall be granted the right to transfer laterally without any additional requirements upon the opening of their appointed graduate program, provided they apply and with the decision of the Institute Executive Board (IEB).
2- For applicants applying from outside the field, a Scientific Preparation Program is mandatory in accordance with Article 13 of the Kastamonu University Graduate Education Institute Regulations on Graduate Education and Instruction.
3- Unless otherwise stated in the additional conditions, applicants must obtain at least 55 points from YDS (Foreign Language Exam) or an equivalent score from a foreign language exam recognized by the Interuniversity Board.
4- Applicants must have a minimum cumulative grade point average (CGPA) of 2.75 out of 4.00 in their master's program.
5- For tuition fees to be paid by international students, please click here.
6- Applicants cannot apply to two different doctoral programs simultaneously.
7- For students admitted to Proficiency in Art programs, it is not required to take the ALES exam, and the results of this exam will not be taken into consideration.
8- For applicants who hold a doctorate, proficiency in art, specialization in medicine, dentistry, veterinary medicine, or pharmacy, the base score determined by the relevant Department will be calculated as the ALES score in doctoral program applications.
9- Applications will be deemed invalid if it is determined that the conditions declared by applicants are not met.
10- In accordance with the letter of the Council of Higher Education (YÖK) dated 28/07/2025 and numbered E.49392, an additional quota of 1 will be allocated to the spouses and children of martyrs, the spouses and children of veterans, and to veterans themselves, in addition to the existing quotas.

6- Applicants are not permitted to apply to more than one thesis-based master’s program simultaneously.
7- For applicants holding a doctorate, proficiency in arts, or specialization degrees in medicine, dentistry, veterinary medicine, or pharmacy, the minimum score determined by the Department will be considered as their ALES equivalent score.
8- Applications found to be inconsistent with the conditions declared by the candidates shall be deemed invalid.
9- Pursuant to the decision of the Council of Higher Education dated 28/07/2025 and numbered E.49392, an additional quota of one (1) shall be granted for the spouses and children of martyrs, the spouses and children of veterans, as well as veteran applicants themselves.

	Evaluation of International Students

	
1- In the calculation of the achievement evaluation score, for master’s applications, 80% of the undergraduate GPA and 20% of the Turkish language score are taken into account. For doctoral applications, 80% of the graduate GPA and 20% of the Turkish language score are considered. For international applicants who graduated from a Turkish program at a higher education institution in Türkiye, the Turkish language score is accepted as 65.
2- Applicants are required to submit a certificate from TÖMER obtained within the last 3 (three) years showing Turkish proficiency at C1 level or a minimum score of 65/100 (if available).
a. For international applicants who graduated from a Turkish program at a higher education institution in Türkiye, the Turkish language requirement is not sought.
b. For applications to departments where the language of instruction is Turkish, no foreign language requirement is applied.
c. If the applicant does not have a document proving language proficiency, they are obliged to fulfill the language requirement within 2 (two) semesters from the date of final registration. Students who fail to meet the language requirement within the specified period will have their registration canceled.
3- Applicants who apply for graduate education with a scholarship provided by the Republic of Türkiye or by their own state may be admitted to graduate programs as students, outside of the announced quota, with the decision of the Academic Executive Board (EYK).
4- Applicants who apply for graduate education within the framework of bilateral agreements or protocols to which Kastamonu University is a party may be admitted to the relevant graduate programs as students, outside of the announced quota, with the decision of the Academic Executive Board (EYK).
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
